A spiritual father at the birth of the CNSO was the legendary conductor
Zdenék Kosler He was always there for the orchestra with his wide-ranging artistic knowledge and he recorded
several CDs with them. In the year 1996, the American Paul Freeman took over as Chef Conductor and he is
also the orchestra's artistic director The ambitious project of this orchestra is one of Freeman's greatest
successes on the Czech and world music scenes. The CNSO's recordings are on sale in the United States and
Japan, and successful tours have taken place over the British Isles (1997, 2000, 2001 and 2004,), France

We felt, that summer Prague misses a few symphonic concerts, so here
comes Prague Proms. Quite modest, compared to London Proms, but
with the same goal - during the time, when Prague is so beautiful
we wish to delght you with the pleasant music you will like to listen to
We hope to succeed in our endeavour

Libor Pesek, Princpal Conductor of Festival
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Giuseppe Verdi (1813-1901) An enormously melodious music of Verd), and the fact that the composer perfectly
understood singers' demands, make his operas much — favoured, and much-sought-for He was choosing such
dramatic librettos , which were describing a momentary situation in the country and he liked the heroes ‘“lead by heart”.
Besides his compositons on the feld of opergRequiem belongs among one of his greatest works. Alessandro Manzon,
peet and playwrght, whose work Verdi admied, ded in 1873. Verdi decided to compose Requem on the occasion of
the first anniversary of the poet's death. The office for dead in the church of San Marco in Milan really took place a year
after the poet ded. Verdi was conducting, and Ereza Stolz was singing soprano part. Other performances then followed
in Milan, Pars, London, and Venna In 1876 Requem had its first appearance in The German Theatre in Prague. The
students of Prague's Conservatory also took part in the concert. In 1914 Karel Nedbal was conducting the pece in
Vinohradsky Hlahol, and Petro Mascagni was conducting it in Prague's Hilahol in 1927. Except for the first part, where
Kyre was replaced by Requem, and except for Des iae, the apocalyptic picture of the doom, the office for dead &
subdivided as a traditonal ritual ceremony And it s especally ths part of the work, where we can fully taste the invective,
feracious music of Verd;, we can smell the fume and fie, catastrophe and fear a b warning for all evil-doers. In other
parts (Sanctus and Libera me) we can, however fnd the composer's compositional mastery of fugue. The
impressiveness of the chorr excels at the end of Des iae or in Lacrymosg similarly to what we are used to in
Verdi's operas. And we could easily continue to hghlght every part of the pece, but we must not forget about the main
purpose of the entie work. That & the worshp of a great human, the devotional attitude towards death, full of both
humbleness and frght and the respect for the majesty of an ending life.

Maria Dragoni has been performing on the ltalan opera stages over twenty years. She has reached many successes
during that tme. She sang on the most famous world scenes, including Newv York, Paris, Moscow Bkyon her brillant
carrer Of course she has also performed at the prominent Italan scenes, includng La Scala in Milano Mara has
collaborated with many conductors. Zubin Mehtg Lorin Maazel or Riccardo Muti belong among those most famous.

Louis Héctor Berlioz (1803-1869), the composer of Romanticism music erg and a great master of
instrumentation, created opera Benvenuto Cellini, which, however did not have a favourable response after its
fist appearance in 1838. Before its later performance in Germany Berlioz composed the overture, which was
to be played before the second Act of the operg and it is being performed today on the concerts as The
Carnival of Rome. The music is very sparkly and rhythmically expressive as the title sgnifes, and therefore it is
so popular virtuosi pece for the orchestra

Sergei Vasilievich Rachmaninoff (1873-1943). In the years of his beginnings, Rachmaninoff worked in Russt he
was even the deputy headmaster of Bar's Russan Music Assocation. He was a conductor he performed as a
panist, but after Bolsheviks seized power in October Revolution, he decided to leave Russa for USA. His personality
and interpretations won him widespread public and critical acclaim. For his instrument he composed four pano
concerto's. All of them are often being included i the repertoire of the world foremost orchestras.
Third Piano Concerto in D Minor was composed in 1909, and it demands a panist's vituosity The work's
dedicatee, Joseph Hofmann — considered by Rachmaninoff to be the greatest panist of the day — never played it

Achille Claude Debussy (1862-1918) is the representative of Impressionistic classical music. His compositions
are full of French esprit, varety of colours, and tender magic. The three Images composed between 1906 and
1912 are more loosely linked, and the biggest, Iberia is itself a trptych. We can find here a medley of Spanish
allusions, which were so close to the composer Debussy uses a bg orchestration here, which enables him to
acheve quite unusual sound combinations.

It 5 no doubt that the most famous pece of the composer Maurice Ravel (1875-1937) is Bolero. Ravel
composed this pece in 1928, and he dedicated it to the famous ballerina Ida Rubinstein. He intended Bolero to
be the basic ground for the ballet performance. Bolero is the beautiful synthesis of rhythm and instrumentation.
A short, eghteen bars main theme unceasingly dissolves among various instruments, while the monotonous
snare drum is accompanying. The dynamics grows together with the joining instruments, which mght be
considered as a certain way of learning about each particular one. These instruments after finishing their solo
join the preceding ones to accompany the next solo instrument. The pece ends in a huge fortissimo Even
though the tempo is slower from the orginal dancing Bolerg Spanards are recognizing its national
characteristics.

Kemal Geki¢. Born on Dalmati’s coast in town of Split, Croatis Kemal Geki¢'s first teacher was his aunt who
was the teacher of Lorenza Baturina Kemal Gekic started to study with Prof. Jokuthon Mihailovi¢ at the Music
Academy in Novi Sad, Yugoslavia in 1978. His magnificent success in Warsaw (1985), and Montréal (1988)
competitions was followed by the tour around Europe, Japan, Canada former Sovet Union and Middle East. His
concerts were broadcasted on RAI radio Italy Portuguese TV RTV Lower Saxony in Germany Intervision, Poltel in
Poland, Radio-Canadg and NHK Japan. Geki¢’s concert activites began to rise rapidly in 1996. He toured
around Japan, Europe, Canadg and USA. The great success of the first tour to USA meant inevitable invitation
for the next one. He recorded his seventh CD in 1997 ( Liszt's paraphrases of Rossini’s theme) and one year
after he went to USA again for so expected tour The Dallas Morning News reporter called him "one of the most
individual panists of his era", and he added: "There is no need to appraise his playing, but it should, on the other
hand, be appraised. His playing is intuitive and brght." Richard Dyer from The Boston Globe wrote: "Gekic¢ is
balancing on the utter boundary of a genius." His prestgious contract with the JVC Music has lead to the
complete Liszt’s Tanscendental Etudes, what proves his status of one of the bggest panists of his generation.

Libor Pesek studed conducting at the Academy of Musical Arts in Prague under K.Ancer|, V Neumann and
VSmetdcek. In 1958 he founded the Prague Chamber Harmony and together with it he became a well-known
conductor in the then Czechoslovaka In 1980 he was named the chef conductor of the Slovak Philharmonic
Orchestra and also served as a conductor for the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra From September 1987 to May
1997 he was the chef conductor and music director of the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra where he
remains a conductor laureate. bday Libor PeSek is the princpal guest conductor of the Prague Symphony
Orchestra FOK and a member of the board for the Prague Spring music festival. He has guest conducted for
many American orchestras: Los Angeles, San Francisco Chicago Philadelphi Cleveland and many others. He
has also cooperated with a number of European orchestras: the leading orchestras in London, Orchestre
National de France, the Danish National Radio SO, the Oslo Philharmonic Orchestrg Orchestre de Paris, the
European Union Chamber Orchestrg the Royal Stockholm Philharmonic Orchestrg and the Dresden
Staatskapelle to name a few Libor Pesek was born and lives in Prague. In addition to music he is very much
interested in physics, Eastern philosophy and literature. In March 1996 the British Queen Elizabeth Il made him
a Knght of the British Empire, and in 1997 the President of the Czech Republic, Vidclav Havel presented him
with a medal "For Service to the Country 1st Degree". www.imgartists.com
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The overture La forza del destino, the most famous and the most often played overture of Giuseppe Verdi
(1813-1901) will open the concert. The author was not only the great composer of fabulous operas, but he
also particpated in Italan politics as a spokesman of The ltalan National Rise Movement, and his name was
a symbol of fght for integration of Italy (risorgimento). As Verdi became very wealthy he established a grand
rural farmery Santa Agata The overture makes, as a whole, a close and impressive symphonic work, even
though it comes out from a popular overture type of that classical music period, and that was hghlghting the
most successful melodes of the opera

Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky (1840-1893) was invited by Nikolai Rubinstein, headmaster of the Moscow
Conservatory to take up the post of a professor there. Rubinstein, as an excellent pano virtuoso (his brother
Anton, in St. Petersburg was equally famous), felt a considerable need for pano concerto literature of Russan
provenance and therefore invited Ehaikovsky to compose a concerto for pano and orchestra \When Ehaikovsky
was 35 years old he compled with the order and created the world-famous Concerto for Piano and Orchestra
in B-flat Minor, Op. 23 (1875). The whole concerto was conceived as a great and monumental symphonic
work. The first movement begins with robust, festive chords spread over the whole keyboard. A masculine
theme is represented by pealing bells, an element quite usual in the Russan musical tradition. The second
theme of the first movement sounds lght, in contrast to the first one. Sometimes it is the reminiscence of the
author's careless young days. The second movement offers placid and tender concentration, which soon gains
a playful and sparkling character It is music full of poetic changes, lyricism, sometimes even rhythmically
interesting varations, a suggestion of a waltz is not missing either The third movement is typically Russan music
again. A great dancing image abounds with energy rapid tides and monumentality The pathos which we often
assocuate with the Russan mentality is reflected not only in the first movement, but also in the finale. The story
of the concerto is interesting. Nikolai Rubinstein, after a cursory glance at the score, returned the composition to
the author and demanded a great many modifications. Ehaikovsky proudly refused and, instead of Rubinstein,
dedicated the score to the German panist Hans von Bllow The latter performed the concerto during the
American tour and the success was quite singular Only then did Rubinstein perceive his error and put the matter
rght. He performed the concerto at the world exposition in Paris in the author's presence. And again it was
a magnificent success. Out of gratitude, Thaikovsky dedicated his second Pano Concerto to Rubinstein.

Héctor Berlioz (1803-1869) is the author who distinctivelly gnited Romantic music developement. And it was
just Fantastic Symphony, composed in 1829, which contributed to such developement. Each of the
movements of this program music tells a story (e.c. A Ball), which successivelly grows into dramatical pictures
(Dream of a Witches” Sabbath, March to the Scaffold). Berlioz's ability to let the orchestra sound with an
unusually rich colours is also very breathtaking. He has been admired for that until today

Hideyo Harada, was born in Yamaguchi, the panist began her musical education with Byoaki Matsuura in Bkyo
She continued her studes with Leselotte Gerth in Stuttgart, Hans Kann and Roland Keller in Venna Hideyo
Harada acheved her musical maturity with the famous panist and teacher Victor Merzhanov at the Moscow
Ehaikovsky Conservatory Hideyo has been successful at numerous competitions. In 1984, she won the
Concours International d'Execution Musicale in Genevg in 1991 the 2nd prize at the competition Klavermusik
des 20. Jahrhunderts in Venna and the st prize at the International Schubert Competition in Dortmund. In
1993, she was a prize-winner at the International Rachmaninoff Competition in Moscow The panist reqularly
performs with well-known orchestras, e.g. the Orchestre de la Suisse Romande, the Orchestra RAI Tirin, the
Bulgaran State Philharmonic, the NHK SO / Japan, the Yomiuri Nppon SO, the Japan Philharmonic and the
Seoul Philharmonic. Apart from her concert performances, Hideyo Harada devotes herself also to pedagogical
work. From 1988 to 1993, she held a master class for pano at the Conservatory For Music and Dramatic Arts

Tomomi Nishimoto was born in Osaka While studying music at Osaka College of Music, she started her
conducting career as an assistant conductor of The College Opera House and the Kansai OperaIn 1996, she
entered St. Petersburg National School of Music in Russig and studed with Viktor Fedotov and Ilya Moussin. After
her debut in Japan Bmomi Nishimoto conducted major Japanese orchestras including Japan Philharmonic SO,
bkyo Metropolitan SO, New Japan Philharmonic, Yomiuri Nppon SO, bkyo Philharmonic Orchestra She received
St. Stanislav Medal of Russa for her hghly acclaimed performance of a Mozart program in 1999. In the
following years, she was awarded Sakuya Konohana Award from the City of Osaka (2000), ABC Music Award
(2002) and the Specual Award from the 21st Century Assocation (2002). In 2002, Bmomi Nishimoto was
appointed Chef Conductor of Bolshoi Symphony Orchestra Bmomi Nishimoto is pursuing an active conducting
career also with opera and ballet works. Among many successful performances, she scored an exceptional
success in 2002 with the collaborative performance of Ehaikovsky's Eugene Onegin by Marinsky Theater and
Kansai Operg in which she was the music director and the conductor

Petr llji¢ Cajkovskij (1840-1893) byl v roce 1866 povoldn na misto profesora moskevské konzervatote jejim
feditelem Nikolajem Rubinstejnem. En jako klavirni virtuos (stejné prosluly byl i jeho bratr Anton v Petrohradé)
pocitoval nedostatek koncertni klavirni literatury ruské provenience. Vybidl proto Cajkovského k napsani
koncertu pro svij nastroj. Pétatficetilety skladatel v roce 1875 objednéavce vyhovél a vytvoil svétové prosluly
Koncert pro klavir a orchestr b moll, svoje 23 dilo Pojal skladbu jako monumentélni symfonicky celek. Osud
koncertu byl zajimavy N. Rubinstejn, po zb&zném prohlédnuti partitury autorovi skladbu vrétil a Zédal celou fadu
dprav Cajkovskij hrdé odmitl a misto Rubingtejnovi, vénoval koncert némeckému klaviristovi Hansi von
Bulowovi.

Héctor Berlioz (1803-1869) je tvircem, ktery dal vyrazné podnéty rozvoji romantické hudby Piispéla k tomu
pravé Fantastickd symfonie z roku 1829 (s podtitulem ,Epizoda ze Zivota umélcova”). Jednotlivé véty maji
programové ndzvy (Vidéni na plese), které postupné dospivaji k dramatickym obrazlim (Sabat ¢arodéjnic,
Pochod na popraviété). Uchvatna je rovnéZ Berliozova schopnost rozeznit neobyéejné bohatym zvukem
orchestrV tom zlstal dodnes obdivovanym mistrem.

Hideyo Harada pochazi z japonského mésta Jamagudi. Na klavir se zacala ucit u Dyoaki Matsuury v Dkiu, ve
studiich pokracovala u L. Gierthové ve Stuttgartu, H. Kanna a R. Kellera ve Vidni.

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Joseph Haydn (1732-1809) patii k nejvyzna¢n&jsim tvarcim hudebniho klasicismu. Byl velice pilnym
skladatelem, jen symfonii vytvofil 104. Mnohé z nich maji nazvy jako pravé Symfonie ¢. 44 z roku 1770, kterou
oznacil slovem ,Smutecni”. Inspiraci necerpal z 7adné konkrétni tragické situace, pouze chtél vyjadit
dramati¢nost blizkou vyrazu divadelnich tragédii. Haydnova hudba je prizra¢nd, prehledné a melodicky bohata.

Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750), pfedstavitel vicholného baroka byl neobycejné plodnym umélcem.
Vytvofil vice nez 2 000 dél vsech forem a druhl, vyjma opery Zndmé jsou napiiklad Matousovy pasije,
orchestralni suity varhanni dila cembalové skladby Houslovy koncert & 2, E dur, BWV 1042 vznikl kolem roku
1720. Na této hudbé zaujme nejen melodickd bohatost, ale i smysl pro spontanni tempg vnitini puls.

Giuseppe Tartini (1692-1770), italsky houslista jemuz rodic¢e piedurcili dréhu knéze, byl daleko vice okouzlen
hudbou a Sermifskymi zapasy nez duchovnim svétem. V roce 1710 se v Padové tajné ozenil, ale musel
uprchnout pred nepfizni nevéstinych pfibuznych. Ukryl se v minoritském kléstefe v Assisi, kde posléze pusobil
jako varhanik. Jedinym ucitelem hudby byl tomuto umélci Cech, Bohuslav Matéj Cemohorsky Od roku 1723
pobyval Brtini i v Praze, ve sluzbach hrabéte Kinského a komponoval té7 koncerty pro knizete Lobkovice.
Nejproslulejgim jeho dilem je houslova sonata Débliv trylek. Koncerttl pro solové néstroje napsal celou fadu
a patii sem i Koncert pro trubku a orchestr. V baroku byla trubka oblibenym nastrojem, zvlasté jeji druh tzv
Jpikola”. Vysoky leskly tén odpovidal pfedstavé o nadhefe a jasu. D se tykd i vyrazové roviny uvadéného
koncertu. Virtuozita se tu spojuje s italskym smyslem pro kantilénu.

Antonio Vivaldi (1678-1741) napsal fadu oper kantat, komornich skladeb, ale nejproslulejsi se staly jeho
houslové koncerty (pfedevsim cyklus Ctvero ro¢nich obdobi). Byly uréeny zékynim diveiho tulku, kde Vivaldi
pusobil jako ucitel. Ohromujici ¢islo 400 nejriznéjsich koncertd ukazuje na autorovu invenci. Nechybél mezi
nimi ani koncert pro dva sélisty, kteii spolu vedou melodicky dialog. Barokni stylizace italského typu je ismévna
a hudebné nesmimé spontanni.

Béla Viktor Janos Barték (1881-1945) je nejslavnéjsim madarskym skladatelem, tviirce oper balett, koncertd,
sbératel lidovych pisni. Roce 1940 emigroval ze své rodné zemé do USA, protoze byl napadan fasistickymi Zivly
Divertimento pro smy¢covy orchestr vytvoiil v lét¢ 1939. Tiivétd skladba mé dojimavou druhou vétu
reflektujici hrizu z fasistické rozpinavosti. V dile nechybi tane¢ni prvky a ozvuky lidovych pisni. Divertimento je
skladba prosluld a ¢asto uvadéna nejlepsimi orchestry

Stephanie Gonley se predstavila jako solistka ECO v roce 1990 a rok poté byla jmenovéna jednim z koncertnich
mistrt orchestru. Stala se tak nejmladsim priméariem v histori orchestru. Studovala na Guildhall School of Music
and Drama u prof. Davida Bkeno Ve studiich pokrac¢ovala v New Yorku na Juilliard School u Dorothy Delay
a pozdéji ve tifdé llana Groniche na Hochschule Berlin. Mezi ¢etnymi ocenénimi zminme vitézstvi v prestizni
soutéZi Shell — LSO National Scholarship.

Joseph Haydn (1732-1809) belongs to the most important composers of Classical music period. As he was
a very dilgent author he composed, talking just about symphones, a total number of 104. Many of them are
entitled. Symphony No. 44, which was composed in 1770, was named Mourning Symphony He was not
inspired by some particular tragic situation, he only wanted to express the extremeness close to the theatre
tragedes. Haydn's music is so pure, well-arranged, and melodiously abundant.

Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750) is the representative of late Baroque music period, and he was an
unbelevably procreative composer He had composed over 2000 works of all forms and sorts, except for the
opera St. Mathew Passion, orchestral suites, organ works, harpsichord or clavichord works. The Violin Concerto
in E Major was composed in about 1720. This music is interesting not only by its melodious abundance, but
also by its sense for spontaneous movement, and inner pulse.

Giuseppe Tartini (1692-1770), an ltalan violinist predestined by his parents to the presthood, was much more
charmed by music and fencing than the spiritual world. In 1710 he secretly marred in Padug but he had to flee the
disfavor of the bride’s relatives. He hid in a Franciscan monastery in Assisi, where he later served as organist. His
only teacher of music was a Czech, Bohuslav Matgj Cernohorsky From 1723, Trtini lived in Prague in the service
of Count Kinsky and composed concertos for Count Lobkowicz. His most famous pece is a violin sonata called the
Devil's TFill. He wrote a whole selection of concertos for solo instruments and the Concerto for Trumpet and
Orchestra belongs among them. In the Baroque period, the trumpet was a favorite instrument-especially the
smaller one with hgher tuning. Its clear shiny tone corresponded to the idea of splendor and clarity It also rises to
the expressive level of this concerto Here virtuosity melds with the ltalan sense for cantilena

Antonio Vivaldi (1678-1741) was the author of many operas, cantatas, chamber music, but the most famous
of his works have become his violin concertos (especully The Four Seasons). The Four Seasons were intended
for the girl pupils of the girl hospice, where the composer was a teacher An amazing total number of 400
various concertos illustrates the author's invention. The Concerto for two soloists, where the two violins are
holding a melodious dalog. The Italan type baroque style of the pece is rant and spontaneous.

Béla Barték (1881-1945), the glory of Hungaran musical tradition, was the author of considerably
contemporary music, operas, ballets, concertos, and the gatherer of folk songs, and of the music which was
linked to the beauty of Hungaran folklore. In his native country he often dashed against misunderstanding,
and he was being attacked by fascistic groups, so he finally decided to leave the country for exile in USA.

He created Divertimento for Strings in the Summer of 1939. The pathetic second of the three movements of
the pece movingly reflects the terror of fascists” expansion. We can find dancing and folklore elements in
Divertimento The pece is very famous, and it is often beeing performed by eminent world orchestras.
Stephanie Gonley made her first appearance with the ECO as a soloist in 1990, which led to her appointment
in April 1991 as one of its leaders. She is the youngest person to hold this position and only the fourth leader
in the Orchestra's history Stephane Gonley was a scholar at the Guildhall School of Music and Dramg where
she was a pupil of David Bkeno She continued her studes with Dorothy DelLay at the Juillard School in New
York, and later with llan Gronich at the Hochschule in Berlin. Amongst other awards, she was a winner of the
prestgious Shell-LSO National Scholarshp. She is currently a Professor of Violin at the Guildhall School of Music
and Drama She is now firmly established as one of the leading British violinists of her generation, and appears
as a soloist with many of the leading orchestras both in the UK and abroad. Her Wgmore Hall debut was
broadcast live on BBC Radio 3. Stephane was leader of the Vellinger Quartet (winners of the 1994 London
International String Quartet Competition) and made her BBC Proms debut in 1995. With the ECO Stephane
appears reqularly as both direcor and soloist and her solo recordings with the Orchestra include
Dvorak's Romance for EMI with Sir Ch. Mackerras, hailed by Gramophone as 'a winner. the playing polished
and beautifully balanced' and a recent recording of Bach's complete Brandenburg Concertos. Recent concerto
appearances include Bruch's Violin Concerto Nol, Mozart's Sinfonia Concertante (in which she appears as viola
soloist on some occasions, and violin soloist on others), Vivaldi's Four Seasons and Mozart's Concertone for two
violins (partnered by Maxim Vengerov). www.englishchamberorchestra.co.uk

Annabelle Meare was appointed princpal second violin of the ECO in November 2003. She began the violin at
the age of four and gained a scholarshp to study at Wells Cathedral School. In 2002 she graduated from the
Royal Conservatory of Music in brontp winning the Glenn Gould young artists award. There she studed with
Prof. Lorand Fenyves and had reqular master classes with Donald Weilerstein and Pinchas Zukermann. As an
active chamber musican, Annabelle s a member of the Falk Quartet, with whom she has recently recorded the
Thuille pano quintets for ASV to great acclaim. She also regularly joins groups such as the Nash Ensemble and
the Canadan new music ensemble in venues such as the Wgmore Hall and the Berlin Philharmong, and has
broadcast frequently both as chamber musican, and with her duo partner panist Li Wang on both CBC and BBC
Radio 3. In addition to her work with the ECO, she is a reqular quest princpal with the Philharmona Orchestrg the
London Philharmonic Orchestrg and the Canadian Opera Company As soloist, Annabelle has performed with
various ensembles including the ECO, the Swedish and Canadan Chamber Orchestras and the European
Cameratg both in the UK and abroad, most recently in Sweden, Israel, Japan and North America

Jan Hasensdhrl Born in Prague, Jan Hasenchrl graduated from the Conservatory and the Academy
of Performing Arts in Prague with Prof. VJunek. He has been awarded at several international competitions
(e.g. Concertino Pragq Prague Spring). In course of his artistic career he has been engaged in a large number
of ensembles and orchestras (National Theatre Opera Orchestrg Prague Chamber Orchestrg Universal Brass, or
Czech Radio SO). Since 1993, he has occuped the post of a chef trumpeter in the CNSO. As a soloist or
a member of music ensembles, he has performed throughout Europe as well as in Japan, Koreg Mexico USA,
and in five South American countres. His career hghlghts include cooperation with ECO in 1998 and his
appearance in Chicago Symphony Hall. He realized several soloist projects for the Czech Radio and Tv2, and
recorded profile CDs of Elemann's and Vivaldi's concertos. As a truly versatile artist Jan Hasenchr!
also devotes himself to a bit lghter genres, especally to swing and jazz (CDs Brassspy Swing Party and
La Parada). He founded the Czech National SO and manages the CNSO Agency www.cnso.cz
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Daniel Francois Esprit-Auber (1782-1871) had composed over 40 operas. Many of them were very
successful, and some of them are beeing performed even today The most famous of all is the opera Fra
Davolo and La muette de Portici (known as Massangllo — first appearance in 1828). Its Ouverture begins with
the fast cadence, it continues by a lyrical central part and culminates in revolutionary motif. The plot follows the
historical events of Naple revolt. The Ouverture has been a favourite pece for the concert performance for its
outstanding melodical invention.

Antonin Dvordk (1841-1904), the most famous Czech is beeing celebrated thanks to New World Symphony
Concerto for Violoncellp Slavonic Dances, and several operas, the most well known of which is Rusalkg Devil
and Kate, Jakobin. Mazurek for Violin and Orchestra dates from 1879. The author let himself inspired by
Slavonic (Polish) influences. Even though the pece is quite short, it is very difficult for the soloist. The violinists
like to play this pece.

Georges Bizet (1838-1875) mght seemingly appear as the author of only one composition — opera Carmen,
which s being played all over the world stages. However he composed also music accompanying Alphonse
Daudet’s play L Arlésienne. The first appearance of the play in 1872 was not followed by many reruns, and
that fact tricked the author to make a suite, which was successful, and which is being played at the concerts
until today The music is not only full of emotions, but also full of beautiful sound effects.

Pablo Martin Melitén de Sarasate y Navascuéz (1844-1908), a renowned Spanish violinist, started to
perform at the concerts at the age of eght. Later he devoted to the composition as well, and very often he let
himself inspired by the gypsy music of Spanish folklore. He was astonished by the techngue of Gypsy violinists,
and he managed to transfer it into his own compositions. Both his playing style and composition had an
emotional impact. Antonin Dvordk devoted his Mazurek to him.

Ferenc Liszt (1811-1886) was considered a panist prodgy He was, however very dilgent composer who
composed a huge amount of Symphonic Poems (Les Preludes are often being played), pano concertos,
solemn masses, and very popular Hungarian Rhapsodies. He drew inspiration out of amateur musicans,
mostly from gypsy bands playing both traditional and new music. His music is dramatic, full of expression.

George Enescu (1881-1955) spent most time of his life in abroad, nevertheless he is being admired as the
most noted Romanan composer He composed traditional music of late Romanticism, and of course he was
looking for the inspiration in Romanan musical tradition. Romanian Rhapsody No. 1 was composed in 1901,
and it sounds exactly Romanan, with melodically exacting expression using rich rhythmical structure.

Vdclav Hudecek. Orginally a student of Bohumil Kotmel and later of Vidclav Snitil at the Prague Academy of Music
Arts, Vdclav Hudecek, launched himself in the nineteen sixtes on an extraordinarily rapid rise into the ranks of the
leading Czech artists of international standing. He made his London début in 1967 with the Royal Philharmonic
Orchestra and it was here that he was first heard by David Ostrakh. The artstic prestge of Vidclav Hudecek was
greatly enhanced when he became the last pupil of Oistrakh from 1971-1974. Vidclav Hudecek has performed in
all the major European concert halls, as well as further aféld including the United States and Japan (Carnege Hall,
Royal Festival Hal|, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall). Bday he still maintains hss strong international reputation
among the elite of violinists. He has the advantage of a fine, secure techngue and instinctive musicanshp, as well as
the ability to communicate his joy in performance to the audence in his own particular way Since 1992 his recording
of Vivaldi's The Four Seasons under Pavel Kogan has been the most successful recording in the Czech Republic, for
which he received a platihum disc. Apart from concerts at home and abroad, as well as exclusive recordings for
Supraphon, his activites include support for the younger generation of violin players, both by organizing summer
workshops, and introducing the best young players at his concerts. wwwi.rbartists.at

Lenka Matéjdkovd i studying with Professor Pavel Kudeldsek at Prague Conservatory of Music. o years age
when she was only sixteen years old, she won International Violin Competition of Josef Muzika in Novd Paka
Last year she was announced the best particpant of Luhacovice violin workshop of Vidclav Hudeclek. Except for
particpating on Hudecek’s tour in 2004, which among others included also concert with Prague Chamber
Philharmony in Spanish Hall at Prague Castle, she obtained masterpece instrument made by violin-maker
master FrantSek Kds. Both Lenka’s parents are professional violinists. Her brother Petr Maté&jdk was by
a coincidence the winner of Hudecek’s workshop in Luhacovice in 2003. www.pragueproms.cz

Petr Altrichter born in Czechoslovaki he studed at the Conservatory in Ostrava and the Jandcek Academy of
Music in Brno from where he graduated in 1978. By the age of twenty-five he began to build his conducting
career through his successful particpation in the International Competition for Conductors in Besangon, France. In
his native country he has held several important posts with a number of orchestras including Assistant to the late
Vdclav Neumann for three years with the Czech Philharmonic Orchestrg and Guest Conductor with orchestras in
Brno Zlin, Pardubice and Prague (SO FOK), those last two of which he was Chef Conductor Petr Altrichter has
been the Music Director of the Stidwestdeutsche Philharmone in Konstanz, Germany since 1993. In addition to
this he has also conducted many other orchestras world-wide including the Japan SO, Berlin SO, Philharmonge
Krakowy Orchestra Milang the SO Rgg SO RTL Luxembourg, the SWF-SO Baden-Baden, and the Orquesta
Filarmonica de Gran Canara Petr Altrichter along with his various orchestras, is also a very active particbant in
prestgious festivals, such as Edinburgh, Paris, Madrid, Seville, St. Etenne, Palerme Avignon, Zurich, Salzburg, Venng
Prague, Chicago and Athens. He conducted Jandcek’s Sinfonetta with the Czech National Symphony Orchestra
during the festival in Strasbourg in 2004. www.hazardchase.co.uk

Daniel Francois Esprit-Auber (1782-1871) vytvoiil pies 40 opernich dél, z nichz mnohé byla velice ispésna
a nékterd se hraji dodnes. ka se to pfedevsim opery Fra Diavolo a hlavné dila s nazvem Néma z Portici
(premiéra 1828). Pfedehra zacina rychlym spadem, ma lyricky stfed a vrcholi v dobové proslulém revolu¢nim
motivu. D& se soustfeduje k historické udalosti povstani neapolského lidu. Pfedehra je po léta samostatnym
koncertnim ¢islem diky své jedine¢né melodické invenci.

Antonin Dvorék (1841-1904), ,osmy" nejslavngjéi Cech, se proslavil Novosvétskou symfonii, Violoncellovym
koncertem, Slovanskymi tanci a operami, z nich? nej¢asté&ji se uvadi Rusalka Cert a Kaca a Jakobin. Mazurek pro
housle a orchestr je z roku 1879. Autor se tu obraci ke slovanské (polské) inspiraci. | kdy? je tato skladba
drobnéjsi, virtuozni naroky klade zna¢né a sdlisté ji radi vyhledavaji.

Georges Bizet (1838-1875) je zdanlivé autorem jen jedné skladby — viude hrané opery Carmen. Vytvoril vsak
také scénickou hudbu k dramatu Alphonse Daudeta Arlézanka (Arelatka). Drama uvedené v roce 1872 se
nedockalo mnoha repriz, skladatel proto ze své scénické hudby vytvoril suitu, kterd se stala velmi popularni
a hraje se na koncertech dodnes. Je to nejen hudba plna city, ale i krdsnych zvukovych efekt.

Pablo de Sarasate (1844-1908), prosluly 3panélsky houslista koncertoval vefejné uz od osmi let. Pozdéji se
vénoval také skladbé a ¢erpal ¢asto ze spanélského folkléru a nejednou se obracel k cikdnské hudbé. Na té ho
zaujala osobité technika houslové hry kterou doved! stylizované pfenést do svych dél. Jak Sarasateho hra tak
skladby ptisobily citovosti. Antonin Dvorak tomuto houslistovi dedikoval sv(ij Mazurek.

Ferenc Liszt (1811-1886) byl povazovan za zézra¢ného klaviristu. Byl v3ak i velmi pilnym skladatelem, vytvoril
fadu symfonickych basni (¢asto se hrajf Les Préludes), klavirni koncerty m3e a pak také velice popularni Uherské
rapsodie. Cerpal ze studnice lidovych amatérskych hudebnikai, vétéinou cikanskych kapel, které hraly nejen
tradi¢ni, ale i novou tvorbu. Je to hudba dramatickd, vyrazové uzivé znacny patos.

George Enescu (1881-1955) il pfevazné v cizing, ale piesto je uctivan jako nejproslulejsi rumunsky houslovy
virtuoz a skladatel. Psal hudbu pozdné romantickou, tradi¢ni a pochopitelné hledal podnéty i v rumunské
hudebni tradici. Rumunské rapsodie &. 1, op. 11. vznikla v roce 1901 a v duchu svého nézvu zni efekinég,
vyrazové naro¢né a uziva bohatou melodickou i rytmickou strukturu.

Vaclav Hudecek zahdjil svoji piikladné strmou cestu mezi ¢eskou a mezinarodni interpretacni elitu v $edesatych
letech. Pfesné 12. listopadu 1967 vystoupil na koncertu v Londyné s Royal Philharmonic Orchestra O den
pozdéji ho sly3el legendami David Oistrach, pfedpovédél mu velkou budoucnost a nabid pedagogické vedeni.
Od roku 1970, az do Oistrachovy smirti v roce 1974, byl Vaclav Hudecek Zakem tohoto velkého Mistra Od
londynského debutu vystupoval po celém svété na nejprestiznéjsich péddiich (Canegie Hall, Royal Festival Hall,
Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall), s nejlepsimi osvétovymi orchestry (Berliner Philharmoniker Cleveland
Symphony Orchestra NHK Philharmonic Orchestra) jako? i na svétovych festivalech (Osaka Salcburk, Istanbul,
Perth, Helsinky). K odkazu Davida Oistracha a dalsich velikdnd ruské houslové skoly se stéle hlasi. Cilevédomé
spolupracuje i dnes s nositeli tradic Oistracha Kogana a Sitkovetského jak dokazuji jeho nahrévky u firmy
Supraphon. Hudetkova nahrévka Vivaldiho Ctvero ro¢nich dob s dirigentem Pavlem Koganem, je od roku 1992
stale nejusp&sngjsi produkci v Ceské republice a interpret za ni obdrzel nejprve zlatou, a v roce 1997 platinovou
desku. Systematicky poméha nastupujici ¢eské houslové generaci a to jak pofadanim letnich mistrovskych kurzg,
tak predstavovanim téch nejlepsich jako hostti na svych koncertech. www.rbartists.at

Lenka Mat&jakové je studentkou praZské konzervatofe ve tiidé profesora Pavla Kudeléska Pied dvéma lety jako
teprve Sestnactiletd vyhrdla mezindrodni houslovou soutéz Josefa Muziky v Nové Pace a v loriském roce se stala
nejlepsi castnici luhacovickych houslovych kurzt Vaclava Hudecka Kromé Ucasti na Hudeckové tumé 2004, které
zahmovalo mimo jiné i koncert ve Spanélském sale s Prazskou komorni filharmonii, ziskala mistrovsky néstroj z dilny
Mistra houslafe Frantka Klse.

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756-1791) wytvoiil jedine¢né opery (Figarova svatba Don Giovanni, Cosi fan tutte,
Unos ze Senailu aj). Poslednim hudebné dramatickym dilem autora byla Kouzeln4 flétna, v ni7 jsou naznaceny
také zednéiské obfady Predehra méa proto jak slavnostni réz, tak typicky mozartovsky rychly a projasnény spad.
Premiéra opery byla ve Vidni jen 5 tydnt pted skladatelovou smrti.

Prazska symfonie (jedno z celkem 44 autorovych dél tohoto druhu) vznikala sice ve Vidni, ale poprvé byla
provedena v Praze v lednu 1787. Symfonie mé tfi véty (neuplatfiuje menuet), dramaticky tah a skvélou
melodickou invenci. Od Mozartova narozeni uplynulo 250 let a jeho hudba je stéle vice hrdna

Béhem 35 let svého Zivota vytvofil neuvéfitelné mnozstvi 626 dél, jejichZ fadu zakoncuje Requiem, mse za
zemtelé. Okolnosti vzniku tohoto dila jsou zna¢né dramatické. Romantizujici literatura (i filmové) démonizovala
postavu jakéhosi tajného objednavatele dilakteré Mozart zacal pséat, a posléze si uvédomoval, 7e vlastné pise svij
pohtebni zpév Realita je vSak jednodussi a drsnéjsi. Requiem si objednal hrabé Franz Walsseg zu Stupach
s podminkou, Ze dilo bude vydavat za své, za skladbu vytvofenou na pamét zesnulé manzelky Bjemny neznamy
byl hrabécf sluha ktery objednévku zprostfedkovéval, chodil upominat napsani skladby a pfinesl i jakousi zalohu.
Je absurditou osudu, 7e Mozartova smrt zachrénila tvlirci autorstvi. Kdyby byl dilo dokoncil a odevzdal, podepsal
by se pod néj hrabé. Mozart byl v roce 1791 velice vyc¢erpan. Mimo jiné vytvofil zminénou operu Kouzelnd flétna
dale Prahou objednanou operu La Clemenza di Titg ur¢enou pro korunovaci Leopolda Il (na jeji vytvoreni mél
zhruba tii tydny a pfitom trva pfes tfi hodiny), k tomu jesté skoro 30 dalsich skladeb. Byl nemocen, podléhal
depresim, Requiem komponoval ve chvatu. Uplnou partituru vytvofil pro prvni dvé &asti, Requiem a Dies irae,
v dalsich ¢astech az po Confutatis a Lacrimosa postupoval podle svého zvyku tak, Ze vypisoval hlavni hlasy k nimz
mél pozdéji doplnit hlasy vedlejsi. Posledni tfi oddily Sanctus, Benedictus a Agnus Dei nestacil jiz ani naskicovat.
Dilo dokoncil MozartCv 7ék FrantiSek Xaver Sussmayer Nakolik mél k dispozici autorovy nacrtky nebo slovni
pokyny neni zndmo V kazdém piipadé bylo Requiem dokonceno do velké miry v Mozartové duchu. Hudba
plsobi vazné, nékdy az ukdznéné, neni to dramatické uchopeni tématu smirti, ale pokorné odevzdani se osudu.
Odpovida to jednomu z Mozartovych dopisti otci, v némz pise: ,Jelikoz smrt je, pfesné vzato pravdivy cil naseho
Zivotatu jsem se v poslednich letech sezndmil s touto opravdovou, nejlepsi pitelkyni ¢lovéka Predstava jeji nema
pro mne nic strasidelnéhg ale velmi mnoho uklidrujictho a utésujiciho A dékuji Bohu, Ze mi dopial stésti, abych si
sjednal pfilezitost poznati ji jako kli¢ k nasi pravé blazenosti. Uléham vzdy s myslenkou, Ze mne tu snad, jakkoli
jsem mlad, druhého dne jiz nebude. A prece nikdo z lidi, kteif mne znaji, nebude moxi fici, Ze jsem byl kdy mrzuty
nebo smutny Za tuto blaZenost kazdodenné dékuiji svému Stvoiteli a pfeji ji ze srdce kazdému ze svych bliznich.”
Bto slovajisté vice nez jen inspirativni, dodnes neztratila nic na své aktuélnosti.

Maria Haan absolvovala V'S muzickych uméni v Bratislavé u doc. Evy Blahové. Je lauredtkou fady mezinarodnich
péveckych soutézi. Po solové kariéfe v Olomouci a Statni opefe Prahaje od zaii 2002 sélistkou opery ND v Praze.
V letosni sezoné zde vystupuje v titulni roli Dvordkovy Rusalky jako Violetta Valéry v La Taviaté, Gilda v Rigolettovi,
Mimi v Bohémé, Micaela v Carmen, Ligka v Pithodéch Ii8ky Bystrousky V nové inscenaci Janackovych VWletl pané
Brouckovych nastudovala trojroli Malinky-Etherey-Kunky Maria Haan ma téZ bohatou koncertni ¢innost, do niz
zahrnuje dila vsech stylovych obdobi.

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756-1791) composed many extraordinary operas: Marrage of Figarg Cosi fan
tutte, Abduction from Seraglip Don Giovanni etc. The last one of his musical dramatic peces was The Magic Flute,
where the hints of Masonic ceremonals are easy to find. Therefore the overture of this pece has both festive
character and fast and vivid tempe so typical of Mozart. It was only five weeks before composer's death that the
opera had its premere in Venna

Despite of being composed in Venng Symphony No. 38 "Prague" (one of the total number of composer's 44
works of that kind) had its first appearance in Prague in January 1787. This melodious and dramatic symphony
consists of three movements (menuet is not appled). Even 250 years since Mozart's birth, his music is still very
popular An unbelevable number of 626 works, composed during his 35 years short life, was crowned by
Requem, composed in 1791. The background of this work had orginated in quite a dramatic way

The character of a secret person, who made the order as it is depicted in the books and even moves in a
daemonic way is far from the reality Under a condition, the Requiem was ordered by count Franz Walsseg zu
Stupach. This condition was, that the count would crib Requem as his own composition turned off for his late
wife. The mystery unknown was in fact the count's servant, who was transmitting the order and who was also
dunning Mozart and brought him some deposit. The absurd fact about Mozart's fate was that his death saved
him the authorshp of Requem. If he had completed the work, the count would be sgned as the author Mozart
was already really tired out in 1791. During this time he composed more than 30 peces including The Magic Flute
and La Clemenza di Titg which was ordered by Prague on the occasion of coronation of Leopold Il, and which
was to be accomplished in three weeks (the whole opera lasts three hours!). The composer was seriously ill and
soul sick. Therefore he was composing Requem in overhaste. He wrote the complete scores for the first two parts,
Requem and Des irae, and he proceeded with the rest of the scores, up to Confutatis and Lacrimosg in a way he
was used to He was composing the solo parts at first, and he completed the remaining parts later In the end, he
did not manage to even sketch the last three parts of Requem, Sanctus, Benedictus, and Agnus Day These three
remaining parts were later completed by the junior composer and Mozart's student FX. Sussmayer ¥t we do not
know how far he was able to draw from the author's sketches. Any way Requem was completed largely in
Mozart's spirit. The music has a self-contained effect, sometimes, we can say too well-discplined. It shows
Mozart's fatalistic attitude in the autumn of his life. This fact is proved in a letter to his father where the composer
is describing his reconcilation with death.

Maria Haan graduated for the Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava in Eva Bldhovd's class. She is
a laureate of international vocal competitions. During years 1990-1996 she was a soloist of Olomouc Opera
During years 1996 to 2002 she was a soloist of the Prague State Opera She has become a solosst of the
National Theatre in September 2002 and in this season she performs in the title role of Dvordk's Rusalkg as
Violetta Valery in La Favitqg Gilda in Rgoletto Mimi in La Boheme, Micaela in Carmen, and Vixen in The Cunning
Little Vixen. She performs in the title role (MdlinkaEthereaKunka) in the new production of Jandcek's The
Excursion of Mr Broucek. Her concert career is also rich, she concentrates on works of all style periods, from
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Leonard Bernstein (1918-1990), the most famous American composer had really all-purpose gift. With his
conducting skill he attained a wordwide reputation, and as a composer he amazed the world with the musical
West Side Story and other musicals and symphonic works. One of his most popular musicals is Candide (1956,
also performed in Brno in 1980). Bernstein’s music excels in modern rhythm and contemporary melodes.

George Gershwin (1898-1937) was an autodidact, he was admired as an excelent panist, but even more he
is celebrated for his compositions. His most famous work is probably Rhapsody in Blue, Porgy and Bess, a folk
operg and Concerto for Piano and Orchestra in F Major (1925). Gershwin was inspired by American jazz
music, modern dance, and he was also looking for the inspiration in the music of the composers of
impressionistic classsical music. He ded early of brain cancer bgether with Leonard Bernstein he is the most
famous American composer

Samuel Osborne Barber (1910-1981) intended to address a wide spectrum of audeénce in his work. His quite
easily understandable style was not really different from that of Bernstein or Copland, so the post-war modern
streams did not accept it. His opera Vanessa was successful but another opera Antonius and Cleopatra failed
(even though stage desgners were partly to blame as well as Franco Zeferelli — the director). Barbers work has
been revived recently espectlly the concertos for pano and violin. Composed in 1936, Adagio for Strings, was
orginally intended for the string quartet. The deep tranquility of the pece stands out above short rhythmical
parts. On the other hand, the arrangement for the string orchestra provides this music with new dimensions. By
itself the pece talks to us, not trying to hide its impression full of sorrow Oliver Stone used Adagio in his move
Platoon, even though you must read really carefully to notice the acknowledgement to Samuel Barber in the
subtitles.

Richard Rodgers (1902-1979) is one of the great American composers of musicals. His musicals Oklahoma
(1943), South Pacific (1949) and The Sound of Music (1959) are all well known. These works excel by
typically American rhythms and melodes. Richard Rodgers was not only composer but also president and
producing director of Lincoln Centre in New York.

John Towner Williams was born in New York City in 1932 and moved in 1948 with his family to Los Angeles,
where he attended the University of Californa Los Angeles (UCLA) and studed composition privately with
Mario Castelnuovo — Edesco After serving in the U.S. Air Force, Willams returned to his native, New York to
attend the Juillard School, where he studed pano with Rosina Lhevinne. While in New York, he also worked as
a jazz panist in clubs and on recordings. Back in Los Angeles, he began in the film industry working with
composers Bernard Herrmann, Alfred Newman and Franz Waxman. His lucrative career as a composer of film
began with the 1960 move, Because They're Young. He went on to write scores for many television programs
in the 1960s. In all, John Willams has won five Oscars (for hit 1977 score for Star Wars and for E.T Jaws,
Fiddler on the Roof and Schindler's List), 19 Grammys, three Golden Globes, two Emmys and five BAFRA
Awards from the British Academy of Film and Elevision Arts. Willams is also a renowned conductor who led the
Boston Pops Orchestra from 1980 to 1993. www.johnwilliams.org

Leon Bates as one of America's leading panists, Leon Bates has earned for himself a place on the international
concert circuit. His performance schedule includes dates across the United States, in Canadg Italy France,
Austrgy Ireland, England as well as Africa He is invited to perform on the major concert stages around the world
and audences and critics find his musical spirit to possess all the elements of greatness. Mr Bates has
performed with many of the major U.S. symphones such as the Philadelpha Orchestrg the Cleveland
Symphony the New York Philharmonic, the Los Angeles Philharmonic, the San Francisco Symphony and the
Atlanta Symphony to name a few In Europe, he has performed with the Venna Symphony the Basel
